DISTRICT MANAGERS MONTHLY REPORT
Firstly, Zach has been in contact with residents in previous Aedes hot spots with the intent of setting up In2Care traps in hopes of being proactive. All of the BG traps that he has set this season are catching mostly Crane Flies and gnats; only this week did he start detecting mosquitoes in the field. Secondly, Brenna has put out a Press Release about the warm weather and its effect on mosquito activity, with special mention of Crane Flies and gnats since the office is getting a ton of calls and service requests that end up being these two things. Brenna also has many booths lined up to start the season: Almond Blossom Festival, Poppy Festival, Joe Walker Youth Festival, and AV Taco Festival. Thirdly, Leann believes they have found the person that Kevan will be hiring for the Technician position. He has prior work with pest control and they believe he will be a good fit for the district. Lastly, Leann is working on next fiscal year’s budget. She received the estimate for the property insurance and it has only gone up $1,000 from last year, this is with the accident in consideration.
